On June 23 children with disabilities shared thrginsportation needs with members of Michigan’sé®eand House. These brav
youth addressed théichigan’s Disability Caucus in the Speaker’s Library of the State Capitol.i&@irchmeier (10), Conor
Waterman (9), James Kleimola (18) and Chris Mistdg® (25), provided personal stories about theiitalho access the commu-
nity and the challenges they have faced while wallind biking in Michigan.

In addition, PEAC Programs to Educate All Cyclisty addressed the bi-partisan, bi-cameral Michigagidlative Disability Cau-
cus. During a one-hour presentation PEAC focuseedutating the Caucus about their mission and progyr and advocated for
greater state support of cycling by persons wistakiilities. PEAC is a Michigan based nonprofit tisaiecognized as the national
leader for cyclists with disabilaties.

The ability to travebtie-
pendently is not just an access issue, but an Eslieman dignity. Individuals forced to rely camd-

tion needs reinforce ideas regarding
inabilities, burden to others and second claszeriship. Clearly,
passing Complete Streets legislation would go aleag towards
establishing a statewide policy regarding equatsséssues.
The transportation challenges begin with the wigdhool where
some students with disabilities ride in a littleslihat has become a
symbol of ridicule by our society regarding disalgs. How many
times have we heard jokes about riding a “short buschool?
Separating children during transportation has ahaseunintended
segregation of students. Students walking andgitbgether will
acquire transportation skills and form bonds thiditimprove the
social development and acceptance of all students.
